4. Josiah responded to God’s Word with humility and repentance. How do
you typically respond when God’s Word convicts you? What role does
Scripture currently play in your daily life?

5. The reformation led the whole nation in covenant renewal. Why is
community important in spiritual renewal? How can your personal faith
impact your family, church, or community?

6. Josiah’s reforms took years. What does that teach us about patience in
spiritual growth and change? How can we stay encouraged when
transformation (personal or in others) feels slow?
